W.M. Thackeray and F.M. Dostoyevsky – Name-sensitive Authors 
(in Homage to Great Novelists)

Abstract:
The article features characteristic names, hereinafter referred to as charactonyms, in the works by W.M. Thackeray (1811 - 1863) and F.M. Dostoyevsky (1821 - 1881). Thus, the paper may serve as a contribution to the studies of the legacy of the two great English and Russian writers. Having studied anthroponyms in the works of these writers, two types of charactonyms have been defined: veiled characteronyms and charactonyms personalia, including a subgroup – charactonyms incorporating a characteristic common stem.

To study these types of charactonyms the material has been mostly borrowed from the novel The Newcomes and the tale The Rose and the Ring by W.M. Thackeray. Names from the works by F.M. Dostoyevsky will also be under consideration, especially: Stavrogin from the novel The Demons and Karamazov from the novel The Brothers Karamazov. 
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
